During the 83rd legislative session changes were made to the law that affect the cottage food industry, called the “Baker’s Bill”. These changes went into effect on September 01, 2013. Attached is a Summary of the bill HB970 to assist you in your efforts to comply. You may refer to the following website for a complete list and description of the requirements:

Also, below is a sample label with the required information for each of the packages of homemade food or home-baked goods sold at the event. 

· Name and address of the cottage food production operation.
· Name of the product.
· IF a food is made with a major food allergen, such as eggs, nuts, soy, peanuts, milk or wheat, that ingredient must be listed on the label circled.
· Statement: "This food is made in a home kitchen and is not inspected by the Department of State Health Services or a local health department."
